We will make
every effort to accommodate your request.
Priority will be given to past exhibitors and
exhibitors requesting multiple booths. No
booth assignments will be made until your
deposit has been receive d. To insure proper
fit, booth displays should be approximately 4
inches smaller than the actual booth size.
Exhibits exceeding 8 feet in height are
subject to approval by the Master Gardeners.

Exhibitors are responsible for collecting and
reporting their own sales tax. All indoor
booths in Buildings 1-2 will have an 8-foot
back drape and two 3 -foot high side drapes
and one electric al outlet. All booths will have
one sign indicating your business na me. Booth
rates range from $75.00 to $480 .00
depending on size and location. Tables and
chairs are also available for rent.
